Good news for all of us who insure with Boat US. Beginning with renewals in February, all boaters that have 
been claim free for one year will receive a 25% reduction in their Deductible and this will continue each 
succeeding claim-free year until it reaches zero.  This provision will not apply to Named Storm Deductibles.  
: 

Recently some members encountered serious issues involving boats sold over past years.  It seems the buy-
ers never re-registered the boats and when the unpaid dockage and other expenses needed to be collected 
The State of Florida still had the former owners listed as current, leading to problems.  This issue will be 
researched further and I hope to be able to report more information next month.  

If you haven’t yet secured an MMSI number for your boat there is a decision you must make prior to con-
tacting BoatUS or SeaTow.  The MMSI numbers they issue are for DOMESTIC USE ONLY.  If you intend 
to travel into international waters, ie., Bahamas a license is required and you must use the MMSI desig-
nated by the FCC.  VHF radios only allow 1 or 2 MMSI entries before they must be returned to the manu-
facturer for reset so plan ahead to avoid this conflict. 

Recently, friends of ours from Port Charlotte sent a chart of Pelican Bay (Cayo Costa) which was sounded 
by the Punta Gorda Sailing Club.  It is very useful for this popular stop along the way and we’re working to 
get it on our website for your use.  

The February issue of ‘Boat US’ magazine cites problems involving safety course program requirements be-
tween states.  Apparently there is not the reciprocity one would expect and could pose problems for the 
coastal ICW traveler.  Read the article!  Also, anchoring issues continue to plague us.  A copy of the Florida 
Anchoring Law can be downloaded from BoatUS or Southwinds Magazine and should be carried on board 
vessels. 

On January 19th, the Colsons and Covers were guests of Commodore & Mrs. McCann of  Hernando Beach 
Yacht Club.  We discussed ways to involve them in our activities .  They are a most hospitable group and 
have an excellent facility.  We hope to include them in our sailing and some social activities as well as Gulf-
Winds and Dunedin.
